Many of you called me to check
on the cats and offered your assistance in helping care for
them during the power outage. I can’t thank you enough
from the bottom of my heart for caring for the homeless
cats at our facility. THANK YOU.

There were other amazing stories also. As the snow started
falling Thursday one of our little kittens belonging to a
feral mother cat started to fail. One of my students (who
actually made it to class!) spent the entire hour bottle
feeding and warming the kitten while I taught class. The
same kitten started having a difficult time again late
Saturday afternoon. I was trying to bottle feed and keep the
kitten warm when Bahama, an SPCA cat waiting to be
adopted, came over to us, picked up the kitten, carried it
over to a warm spot and began caring for it — pulling it in
close to her body for warmth. Bahama laid with the kitten
for three hours while both of us tried to save the kitten.
Unfortunately the kitten passed away that evening. I was
amazed at the compassion and persistence Bahama showed
in taking the initiative to care for a kitten who wasn’t hers.
The remaining kitten from the litter now had no one to
keep him warm and care for him as the mother cat had all
but abandoned caring for them. Bahama came to rescue
again and has been caring for the kitten ever since — and it
is thriving. I am touched each time I see the kitten curled
up next to her, both of them sleeping comfortably together
in their condo. Or, when I saw the kitten play for the first
time just a few days ago — and it is nearly 8 weeks old.
Living in the City of Good Neighbors makes seeing
miracles like those above even more amazing because they
are the rule and not the exception. That’s why
Buffalonians and their pets are so unique. We take
seriously the words of Bruce Almighty: BE THE
MIRACLE.
