The words below were published in the NY Times… 

Why should we feel so much grief at the loss of one 

horse?...Barbaro was euthanized yesterday, eight months 

after he shattered his right hind leg at the start of the 

Preakness Stakes. After an injury like that, most 

racehorses would have been put down minutes later. But 

every race is a complex equation – a balance of 

economics, athleticism, equine grace and conscience. 

Conscience often comes in last, but not in this case. 

Barbaro’s owners gave that horse exactly what he had 

given them, which is everything. 

Barbaro was exceptional because he won the Kentucky 

Derby…But nearly everyone who met him also talked of 

the life he displayed, a vivid presence that was so much 

more visible to us because it happened to belong to a 

winner… 

It is no exaggeration to say that nearly every horse – 

Barbaro included – is pure of heart. Some are faster, some 

slower. Some wind up in the winner’s circle. But they 

should all evoke in us the generosity of conscience – a 

human quality, after all – that was expended in the effort 

to save this one horse. 

I still tear up although I’ve read those words dozens of 

times by now. Although we have lost a great horse and an 

even greater spirit, what he has given back will no doubt 

continue on as his legacy. The knowledge gained in his 

treatment will help many others. What Barbaro’s owners, 

doctors and caregivers did through their generosity of 

conscience mattered not only to that one horse, but to all of 

us. So even though we may help just one animal or person 

– we can never know how many other lives that one life 

will touch. I know it touched mine.
